Sea Wasp Operating Procedures
Eligibility Requirements:
1. Participants must be registered guests or staff of Camp MiVoden.

2. Participants must be at least 8 years old or have special permission from the Water Ski Director.
3. Participants with a handicap or any other medical condition must be approved by the Water Ski Director.

Camper/Staff Ratio:

1.
There must always be at least 2 staff members with any activity or class at the docks.

Equipment and Maintenance:

1. Sea Wasp will be kept in a boat slip and out of the way when not in use.
2. All three tubes of the Sea Wasp will be checked periodically for appropriate air pressure, and air added if necessary.

3. In the event of a leak, a patch should be used.

4. All helmets should be sprayed with lice spray after each use.

5. See waterfront operating procedures for boat care.

Driving Procedures:

1. Boat driver must be a certified MiVoden boat driver.

2. All riders must face forward.

3. Only five riders are allowed on the Sea Wasp at one time.

4. The boat speed should not exceed 18 mph.

5. Avoid slack in the rope.

6. Avoid tipping the Sea Wasp quickly by whipping it on the edge of the wake.

7. Use extra caution on windy days, as the Wasp is easily tipped by wind and waves.
Emergency and Rescue Procedures:
1. Recognize the situation.

2. Use radio to contact another staff member on the dock and/or base.

3. Give necessary assistance.  Remember to take proper equipment with you.

4. Sound the air-horn if necessary to obtain additional assistance.

5. Fill out the proper rescue logs and rescue reports with the Waterfront Director.

6. Follow emergency procedures in waterfront section.
Safety Regulations:

1.
Sea Wasp riders must wear helmets and lifevests.
