Skateboarding Operating Procedures
Eligibility Requirements:

1. Participants must be registered campers or staff of Camp MiVoden.

Camper/Staff Ratio:

1. 
There must be at least 1 staff member for every 8 participants.

Equipment and Maintenance:

1. The skate park must be inspected weekly, and a report filed.
2. The skate park must be inspected each day before use.

3. If the park is damaged in any way, it must be fixed before use.

4. Make sure the skate area is swept and clear of rocks or other small debris.

5. The skateboards must be inspected for soundness and safety.

6. Campers with skateboards

a) All camper-owned skateboards must be checked in with camp

b) Camper skateboards will be held by the camp, and campers will be able to use them in designated areas.

c) Camper skateboards will be returned to them at the end of the week.
Emergency Procedure:
1. An instructor certified in first aid and CPR will be onsite at all times.
2. In the event of an emergency, the office should be informed of the exact location and nature of the situation by radio, assistant staff member, or two responsible campers.  The office will then contact medical authorities.  All procedures in the staff manual will be followed.

Safety Regulations:


1. Helmets must be worn at all times.

2. Knee and elbow pads are recommended.

3. No sitting on ramps or in the line of skaters.

4. No intentional physical contact.

5. No profanity, name calling, or slurs.

6. No skateboarding outside of designated areas (this includes staff).
